WATER TEMPERATURE

COLD:

Recommended cold water temperature is 10-23.8°C.

HOT:

Recommended hot water temperature is 50-60° C.

WARM:

Mixture of hot and cold water. Warm water temperature is dependent upon the water temperature and the
pressure of both the hot and cold water supply lines.

IMPORTANT:

Owner should turn off water supply whenever there will be an extended period of non-use.
