Warning: To avoid the risk of fire, electrical shock or injury while using your
appliance, follow simple precautions including the followings-

1.If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer’s service
agent or similarly qualified technicians.

2. Please make sure that the power voltage and frequency are the same as the
washing machine.

3.To ensure your safety, power cord plug must be inserted into an earthed socket.
Check carefully and make sure that your socket matches with the power plug and is
earthed reliably.

4. Do not use any socket with rated current less than that of washing machine.
5. Do not operate your washer when its components are missing or broken.

6. Never insert or pull out the power plug with wet hand.

7. Immediately replace damaged power cord, loose plugs or power sockets.

8. Unplug your washer before cleaning or any repairing.

9. Use the new hose-sets which is supplied with the washer and don’t reuse the
damaged old hose-sets.

10. Please check whether the water inside the drum is drained before opening the
door. Please do not open the door if there is any water inside.

11. Glass door may be very hot during the operation of the Washing Machine. So
keep kids and pets far away from the washer during the operation.

12. Make sure that the water and electrical device must be connected by a qualified
technician in accordance with the manufacturer’s instruction and local safety
regulations.

13. Before operating this machine, all packaging materials and transit bolts must be
removed. Otherwise the washing machine may be seriously damaged while washing
the clothes.

14. Flammable and explosive or toxic solvents are forbidden. Don'’t use gasoline,
alcohol etc. as a replacement of detergents. Only select the detergents which are
suitable for washing machine.



Precautions

15. Be careful of scald while the washer is draining hot water during a program.

16. Never unplug your washer by pulling the power cord. Always grasp the plug
firmly and pull it straight out of the socket.



Important Reminder

= Place Selection:

Before installing the washer, select the location of the washer according to the
following features:

1. Strong, dry and plain surface (if it is not level, please make it level with adjusting the
adjustable legs).

2. Avoid direct sun light and also make sure that there is sufficient ventilation.
3. The surrounding temperature should be in between 0-40°C.
4.The surrounding humidity should be below 95%(when the temperature is 25 °C.)

5. Keep the washer far away from the hot sources such as coal or gas. Make sure that
the washer is not be placed on power cord. Do not install the washer on the carpet
floor.

= Remove The Transit Bolts:

Before using this washing machine, transit bolts must be removed from the back of the
machine. Please follow the following steps to remove the bolts.

1. Loosen the four-transit bolt with a spanner.

2. Take each bolt head and pull it through the wide part of the hole. Repeat for each
bolt.

3. Fill the holes with the supplied plastic covers.

= Adjust The Washing Machine Placement:

The washing machine must be installed or placed in a room with ambient temperature
higher than 0 °C. Otherwise, programming controller may be damaged.

1. Check whether the foot is under factory state, if not restore the foot to factory state,
ensure the rubber gasket closer to the bottom of the drum body and lock nut close to
the rubber gasket.

2. Hold the diagonal angels of the top cover of the washing machine with two hands
and then press straightly downwards and shake to check if the supporting feet are
close to the ground.

3. Level the washing machine only by left or right rotating it to proper position, until
the machine stops shaking and stay close to the ground.

Caution

1. The machine must be perfectly leveled and stabilized when the four supporting feet
are close to the ground. Lower the feet as much as possible on the base so that the
machine is leveled.

2. Improper leveling adjustment may cause loud noise, machine vibration, machine
displacement and other abnormal phenomena.

3. Air-vent is designed at the bottom of the machine (to prevent blockage). Install the
washing machine on solid, smooth and skid- proof ground. Do not place the washing
machine on soft blanket or wooden floor to avoid unnecessary damage.
